Please come prepared with a 32 bar cut with marked sheet music, clearly indicating where to
start and where to stop. Your total audition should be under two minutes, including your slate.
Your music must be in a binder and should be double sided and easy to read. Aim for 1.5
minutes.

A piano accompanist will be provided, or you may bring your own piano accompanist. You may
not accompany yourself, no taped recordings and no acapella performances are allowed.

All audition pieces must be from published musical theatre productions. Solo musical pieces
selected from contemporary rock and roll, hip-hop, etc. that are not associated with a published
musical theatre production are not permitted.

If you have auditioned for this program in the past, please prepare a piece separate from one(s)
you have submitted previously.

Approved material selection changes will be allowed until Monday, February 26, 2024 at 5 p.m.;
please email info@lascasasfoundation.org for selection changes. No phone calls please.
